(Z2055A WITH OPTIONAL ALARM)
USER MANUAL
This digital instrument is designed to measure the Static Voltages carried on a human body.  It is a good auditing tool to verify whether Personnel entering an ESD safe area are carrying any hazardous charges on themselves. It can also serve to verify whether all the ESD protection measures which have been taken to make a particular area ESD safe are effective. By such measures we mean conductive flooring,  antistatic table mats, wrist straps, static shielding bags, ionizing equipment, conductive containers and bins etc.
It is very simple to operate and requires the Personnel under test to touch the Plate on the instrument and directly read the charge voltage in VOLTS on the Digital display.  Ideally the reading should be LESS THAN 100V, to be considered safe to enter an ESD safe area.
Operation
1. Ground instrument by means of the Grounding Cord supplied.  Proper       grounding of the instrument is very essential for correct readings.      This is necessary since the instrument requires a Ground reference       against which the Body Voltage is  measured.
2. Switch ON the instrument and wait for the display to auto-set to ZERO. However, it is quite normal for meter to display a few volts due to stray electromagnetic or static fields and can be ignored. This in no way affects the accuracy of the actual body voltage reading.

3. Person under test should Touch Plate to check level of body voltage. 

If Voltage is detected on the body, it can be drained away by touching a grounded plate or surface and the test performed again to verify that there is nil or negligible charge remaining on the body. In practice, a reading of a few tens of volts on the body is not hazardous and can  be ignored. 
4. Switch OFF after use
